1. Remove the fixture, parts and parts bag(s) from the carton.

FIXTURE INSTALLATION
JUNCTION BOX GREEN SCREW

1. Attach the heavy duty strap unto the junction box.
(The green screw should face the floor). Place the heavy duty strap
at the junction box and fasten using the round
head screw . (See FIGURE-01.) HEAVY DUTY STRAP

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2. Determine the overall desired length of the fixture by adjusting the chain lenght. Then attach the SAFETY CABLE
to the building or structure or brace. (See figure-02)

3. Fasten the ground wire to the green or bare copper wire in the outlet box of
the green screw on the mounting strap.

WARNING

Never fasten the ground wire to the black or "hot" wire!
Failure to follow this instruction could result in serious injury or death!

4. Fasten the white fixture lead to the white wire in the outlet box. Fasten the wires together with an
approved fastener (wire nut). Starting about 1" below the fastener, tightly wrap the connection
with electrical tape so that the connections seals the end of the fastener.

5. Connect the black fixture lead to the black wire in the outlet box.
Fasten the joined wires as in step 4.

6. Slide the canopy and screw collar ring up the chain and secure
the canopy to the ceiling. (See Figure-02)

7. Install the lamps. Safety Cable~_ /~Structure or Brace
