WASHERS from the SPOUT SHANK.

NOTE: Do NOT remove the FOAM WASHER 
beneath the ESCUTCHEON or discard the RUBBER 
WASHER provided with the TEE.

4. Unthread and remove the TRIM CONNECTOR from 
the SIDEBODY then fully thread the NUT down the 
SIDEBODY.

FLANGE then unthread the SCREW from the
